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Learn More About Groundwater Issues at Free Workshop!
There is a lot of interest today in improving water quality, but we often forget about the unseen natural resource of groundwater.  An upcoming workshop titled “Greening the City: Groundwater Issues in Urban Redevelopment- Ecological Solutions for Groundwater Management” will provide an ideal opportunity for community leaders, government agencies, and others interested in learning more about the use and protection of groundwater in urban and developing areas.  The workshop will consist of three Monday afternoon sessions from 2:30 pm to 4:30 pm covering different topics at each session on September 14, 21, 28.  A walking tour will also be featured at the end of the September 28th session.  Professionals from a variety of fields will share information about wellfields, urban groundwater hazards, redevelopment issues, brownfields, and where to find related information at these sessions.  Featured speakers will represent a wide array of planners, engineers, developers, government agencies, and other professionals.
Workshop hosts include the Marion County Wellfield Education Corporation; The City of Indianapolis- its Office of Sustainability and DMD Division of Economic Development; Veolia Water Company; the Marion County Soil and Water Conservation District; and the Hoosier Heartland Resource and Conservation Development (RC&D) Council.  The three afternoon workshop sessions will help people become better informed about groundwater issues for their central Indiana community. Space is limited to 50 attendees and registrations are due by Wednesday, September 9th.  Cost is free, unless people are seeking continuing education units (CEU’s).  Pre registration is required by all attendees, and can be made by contacting the Hoosier Heartland RC&D Council office.  Payment for CEUs can be made by credit card or check to the Hoosier Heartland RC&D. Sessions will be held at the Marion County Public Library Services Center at 2450 N.
