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Building Site Stormwater Quality Training Offered
Things continue to get more complex, and managing stormwater quality at new building sites is no exception.  To help with this issue, the 2010 Central Indiana Stormwater Quality Workshop will be held on Wednesday, February 10th and Thursday, February 11th, 2010 at the Marriott East, 7202 East 21st Street, Indianapolis, IN 46219.  Traditional participants at this Annual Stormwater Pollution Prevention Workshop include builders, contractors, developers, engineers, site designers, property managers, utility companies, soil and water conservation districts’ (SWCD) staff, and other local government regulating staff, but anyone interested is invited to attend.  The Workshop will be inclusive of a variety of stormwater management issues and showcase a variety of central Indiana projects and stormwater management approaches.  This year’s event will have two program tracts to meet the needs of all the players.  Wednesday’s session will be a program for developers, site engineers & MS4 enforcement staff and Thursday’s session will be for contractors, builders, & MS4 reviewers.  Registrations are due by next Wednesday, January 27th, 2010!

Registration with coffee and juice will be available from 7:30 am to 8:30 am.  The Workshop will sponsor a “Trade Show” with a host of vendor exhibits from 8:30 am - 4:30 pm.  The participant’s choice of programs will each be conducted from 8:30 am to 4:45 pm.  Wednesday’s session will focus on volume based hydrology with national expert and best selling author, Mr. Andy Reese.  Low Impact Development (LID) advances and construction planning will also be featured in the morning session.  In the afternoon three different breakout sessions will be featured, on expert Stormwater Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) design, working around water bodies, and caring for post-construction Best Management Practices (BMPs).  Thursday’s program will feature information on water quality impacts, using SWPPPs, self monitoring, construction sequencing, green infrastructure and Low Impact Development, and erosion control issues.
