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Conservation Service Providers List Available?
When people attempt to tackle some conservation projects at their home or in their community, they often need some additional help to get the task done.  While the Marion County Soil and Water Conservation District (SWCD) provides technical assistance and on-site consultation, ultimately, many solutions to natural resource problems need additional consultants, contractors, and sources of products to help get the job done.  The District quite often receives calls for help from residents working to solve a variety of problems.  The landowners may be working on improving their drainage, trying to control an erosion problem, or attempting to increase wildlife habitat & green space in their yard or community. To help with this effort the SWCD has developed a Service Providers List.
The Service Providers Lists includes a variety of consultants, contractors and product sources we have become aware of over the years.  The Marion County SWCD provides the information to assist residents with their natural resource issues and problems. The SWCD is not recommending any one service provider over another.  There could very easily be other service providers that are not on their list.  The SWCD is just interested in providing residents a list of potential contacts to help them get started with their conservation projects.  As with any potential project, the District strongly recommends interested individuals or groups contemplating a project to contact at minimum three providers on the list and get an estimate of what their services or products might cost.  Those involved, should then select the service provider or product that they feel best meets their needs.  In addition, before beginning any particular conservation project landowners should call 811 to get their utility lines properly identified.  
The Service Providers list, including a quick index sheet of services and providers, is currently available on the SWCD’s Web site at www.marionswcd.org .  Right now the list is included on the home page, and it is also available under the “Programs and Services Category page link listed on the left side of the home page.  All providers are indentified as to the type of services or products they can provide.  There is a large variety of services listed including landscapers, construction contractors, invasive species control experts, pond designers, wildlife habitat developers, etc.  The District also encourages any potential service providers, who are not currently on the SWCD list, and would like to be added, to contact Glenn Lange on their staff at 317-786-1776 or via email at glenn-lange@iaswcd.org.  There is no charge to be on the list, which is usually updated every year in the fall.  In addition, the SWCD’s web site also includes conservation fact sheets and other information to help plan, install, and maintain a variety of conservation practices on the land.
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
