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Purdue Invasive Plant Management Field Day Oct. 13th!

The Department of Forestry and Natural Resources at Purdue University announced an invasive plant management field day to be held on Wednesday, October 13, 2010 at the John S. Wright Forestry Center in Tippecanoe County, Indiana.  Landowners, land managers, contractors, consultants, and educators looking for help with identification, control, and management of invasive plants in forest and wildlife habitat environments are encouraged to attend.  The workshop will start at 9:00 am and end at 3:30 pm.  For additional information and registration, potential attendees should refer to the field day brochure. The registration fee is $25.00 per person. Lunch is included. After October 6th, cost to attend the field day will increase to $35.  Attendees may also pay for registration via credit card.
The morning session at the Wright Conference Center will cover: identifying current and emerging invasive plant species, understanding the causes and consequences of plant invasion, learning strategies and techniques to successfully manage invasive plants, and discovering sources of assistance in controlling invasive plants.  After lunch in the afternoon attendees will travel to field locations at Martell Forest where invasive plants have become established in forest and edge areas to review field identification and assessment of exotic plant invasion, examine previously applied control treatments, and watch demonstrations of several different methods for controlling invasive plants.  Purdue experts will discuss the strengths and weakness of different tools, materials and techniques for control of several common invasive plant species.  Participants are encouraged to dress appropriately for the woodland field visit and walking in unpaved areas.  Continuing education credits for Indiana forest pesticide applicators and SAF Certified Foresters will be available.

The Center can be reached by driving 7 miles west from Purdue University, West Lafayette, to County Road 750 W., turning South (left), proceeding to a stop sign and turning East (left) on County Road 125 N, which turns into County Road 725 W.
